The administrative tasks detailedthis guice are performed through two types of
interfaces:

System Console: Menu driven interface used to establish basic connectivity.

Web Interface: Almost all administrative tasks are performed through the web
based interface. Tasks performed usingitbb-based interface include viewing
logs and alerts, performing system maintenance, management of administrator
and instructor accounts and equipment configuration.

TCP/IP configuration must be performed from the system console to provide basic
networkconnectivity in order to access the Wedised interface. Please refer to the
Installation Guide or Appendigection3 of this document for information on console
configuration.
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2 Using the Web Interface
